Dear Parents and Players,

We have been overwhelmed by the positive response from everyone on the formation of K2 Volleyball Club. We continue to welcome your questions as we get ready for our inaugural season. Our goal is to provide the highest level of coaching and training to ALL players in the greater Knoxville area. K2 is not an elite club for a select few players. K2 is a club for ALL those seeking to become the best they can be through intense training and proper instruction. In order to provide this type of training we felt it was imperative to have a building solely for the purpose of training and instructing. This allows our K2 staff to create a competitive cauldron under one roof and to insure the girls the best possible environment for learning, training and competing. ALL players regardless of team placement will practice under the same roof with our K2 staff instructing and teaching them, and with one another to create a competitive atmosphere for learning. This eliminates the "2" team stigma, as ALL players get the same training and instruction and a better chance to improve. A consistent practice schedule is another benefit of having our own training facility. Gone are the days of having to compete for gym space with band concerts or basketball practice. We will have more information on our training facility at our September 15th meeting.

The coaching staff will have some familiar, and some not so familiar faces. The K2 staff will include current collegiate coaches and players, local high school and middle school coaches and a few club coach veterans. Each K2 coach will teach the same fundamental skills and techniques at every age level. This allows us to have seamless transitions from one age group to the next. Coaches will be allowed to bring their creativity and coaching methods to help implement the techniques and skills being taught at K2. We believe in iron sharpening iron and with the coaches under the same roof it allows the K2 staff to continue to improve their coaching by learning from each other and providing their own expertise as a resource to other coaches.

Each team at K2 VBC will have an individual budget based on the number of players and tournaments. Therefore the cost of K2 VBC will range from $1,000.00 to 3,000.00 dollars. Fees include a uniform package, a minimum of 3 practices a week, open gyms (summer) and access to private lessons, agility and strength training. The season will run December through June. Our tryout will be held in November and will cost $50. The tryout will last two weeks and will give the coaching staff the opportunity to fully evaluate each player. After the two week tryout, players will be placed on a specific team. At that time, parents will be presented with the team budget, schedule and an evaluation of their daughter's skills and asked to accept or decline the placement of their daughter with K2 VBC. The first month's fee will be due at this time.



K2 will offer charter memberships to a limited number of families. This one time buy in would cover all future club fees for the duration of a players involvement in K2. This membership will be offered at a significant discount and be based on the age of the player.

We will be having two informational meetings on September 14th and September 15th at 7:00 p.m. in the ballroom of Manorhouse Assisted Living facility. The address is 8501 S. Northshore Drive, Knoxville, TN 37922. The facility is located 3.5 miles east of Pellissippi Parkway at the corner of Wallace Road and Northshore Drive.
